This Fund is managed by BNP PARIBAS ASSET MANAGEMENT Luxembourg, part of the BNP Paribas Group.

Objectives and investment policy

The Fund is an index-tracking passively managed fund.The Fund seeks to replicate (with a maximum tracking error* of 1%) the performance of the MSCI Emerging
ESG Filtered Min TE (NTR) Index (Bloomberg: MXEMEFMT index) (the Index) by investing in a substitute basket, composed of, inter alia, shares of companies, debt
securities or cash (synthetic replication).When investing in a basket of securities called substitute basket the performance is swapped with the performance of the
index, generating counterparty risk.
It will invest up to 40% of its assets in Mainland China A shares via the Stock Connect and/or in “China B-Shares”.
The Index is composed of Emerging Markets companies selected on the basis of Environmental, Social and Corporate Governance (ESG) criteria (such as
environmental opportunity, pollution and waste, human capital, corporate governance, etc.) and based on their efforts to reduce their exposure to coal and
unconventional fossil fuels, while minimising the tracking error compared to the parent index, the MSCI Emerging Markets index. As a result, companies involved in
sectors with a potentially high negative ESG impact, those subject to significant violations of the UN Global Compact principles and those involved in severe
ESG-related controversies are excluded from the Index. The type of approach used here is Best-in-universe (type of ESG selection consisting of giving priority to the
issuers best rated from a non-financial viewpoint irrespective of their sector of activity, and accepting sector biases, because the sectors which are considered more
virtuous on the whole will be more heavily represented). The extra-financial strategy of the Index, carried out at each step of the investment process, may comprise
methodological limitations such as the risk related to ESG investment or the Index rebalancing.Further information on the Index, its composition, calculation and
rules for periodical review and rebalancing and on the general methodology behind the MSCI indices can be found on www.msci.com.
*The tracking error is a risk indicator that measures how closely a fund tracks the performance of its reference index.

The risk category is justified by the investment in emerging markets that
are likely to be subject to a higher than average volatility due to a high
degree of concentration, greater uncertainty because less information is
available, there is less liquidity, or due to greater sensitivity to changes in
market conditions (social, political and economic conditions).
• The higher the risk, the longer the recommended investment horizon.
